New state

n Thursday, July 7,
Gov. Jerry Brown
signed legislation

imposing a $150 annual fire
protection fee on private
property owners within
State Responsibility Areas
(SRAs), including the Hill.

Implementation of the
fee will begin this fall and
state officials expect to col-
lect $50 million this fiscal
year (July 2011-June 2012)
and eventually $200 million
annually.

Opposition to the bill
exists. In his signing letter,
the governor acknowledged

the precarious nature of the
fee’s longevity.

“A fee consistent with the
‘beneficiary pays principle;
such as the one intended
in this bill, can achieve
significant general fund
savings,” he wrote on July
7. “However as currently
drafted, the revenues may
not materialize”

Throughout the state,
local fire districts have ob-
jected to the imposition
of a fee on properties that
are within their jurisdic-
tions. Although Idyllwild
Fire Commissioner Ben Kill-
ingsworth wrote two weeks
ago that CAL FIRE should

Fire iInsurance
options shrink

ptions for obtaining
new homeowners
insurance policies

in Idyllwild appear to be
shrinking, with State Farm’s
apparent decision to limit
its risk and not write new
policies here and some other
mountain areas. Although
State Farm will continue
to insure existing policy-
holders in Idyllwild, and
will consider writing new
policies for a second home
of an existing policyholder
who has been insured with
State Farm for at least a
year, it is choosing to limit
its exposure by not writing
new policies.

“State Farm has not been

writing new policies here
for at least two months,”
said Idyllwild Realty’s Steve
Taylor. “l understand they
may write again when their
ratios improve.” Although
not willing to be quoted,
several State Farms agents
verified that information.
A State Farm public af-
fairs spokesperson said she
was not aware that company
policy had changed, and
suggested policies could still
be written on a case-by-case
basis. She emphasized that
it is always an underwriting
decision about where the
company does business.
Withdrawing from a
market is not the same as
redlining, a practice of dis-
criminatory refusals to write

Outside Idyllwild

The mighty oaks ...

In our neck of the woods we have mostly
evergreen conifers with various species of
pine trees. The two most prominent of the j;
non-conifers are the incense cedar and the [\
black oak.

Not only is the black oak the most common deciduous
tree on the Hill, it is the only one of four local species
of the genus Quercus that does lose its leaves.

Quercus kelloggii is the local species of black oak, also
called the Kellogg oak and California black oak. This is
a large tree that can live more than 500 years and grow
to 120 feet high with a diameter of 5 feet.

The black oak can withstand fires and grow in pure
and mixed stands. The latter is the more frequent condi-
tion in the San Jacintos.

The large acorns were an important food source for
Native Americans. They used the available granite rocks
to grind the acorns into meal. You can still see many
pockets worn into the granite.

The acorns are also an important food source for wildlife
such as the gray squirrel, deer, mountain quail, Steller’s
Jay, woodpeckers and many others. The gray squirrel’s
main job seems to be burying as many acorns as possible
so that they can dig them up later for food. This works
out great for both the black oak and the squirrels. The
acorns that are not retrieved remain in the ground and
have a good chance of sprouting into new trees, and thus
rejuvenating the local forests.

In addition, older black oaks produce cavities in
the tree trunks that provide shelter and nesting sites
for mammals. Black bears have been known to oc-
cupy these hollows. Oaks are also a very important for
many bird species that rely on them as foraging sites.

Black oaks are one of the best adapted trees for
withstanding fires and can regrow from the roots after
the crown has burned to ground level. The tree’s thick
bark protects it from quick burn throughs that wipe the
ground clean and make it easy for acorns to sprout into
new trees.

Black oaks are also our most beautiful tree for fall
colors; they sport golden and orange foliage in the au-
tumn months. The black oak is my favorite native tree
in Idyllwild.

The three nondeciduous oaks that grow in our moun-
tains are: Quercus dumosa, commonly called the scrub
oak, which usually looks more like a shrub than a tree;
Quercus chrysolepis, the canyon live oak that can grow to a
large tree; and Quercus wislizenii, the interior live oak.

The first two species can be seen in the lower sections
of the Deer Springs Trail. The wislizenii species grows at
about 5,000 feet; so it would be mostly below Idyllwild.

There are also hybrids of these trees which makes
sorting them out quite difficult. I will talk more about
the oaks and the disease that threatens them in a future
column.

Our highest priority is
to get the ballot measure
(Measure G) passed.

accountability within the
department.

How can you help achieve
these priorities?

My business background
helps. But it is a problem,
too. In the past, | ran my
business without having to
answer to anyone or to work
within rules of the public
sector.

It's been a transition, but
not hard — apply common
sense.

Are the district’s finances
resolved? What is the need
for Measure G?

We're near the break-even
point. Still, we haven't solved
the problem of reserves or
savings for future equipment.
We need to be prepared for
future costs, such as new
ambulances. The accountant

helped us get the fiscal house
in order, now we have to
keep it right.

Are there operational pri-
orities?

Accountability, we need
more as a department. Little
things, such as lights and air
conditioning, as well as big
things. The commission will
look to the chief to enforce
these policies.

What about getting more

inspections completed?
We're getting good at

these. It’s part of the job.

What about the latest
grand jury report? Will
IFPD do the study?

I'm glad for the grand
jury’s report and we’ll look
at each recommendation.
But we’re not seeing a push
to separate our medical and
fire protection missions. We
just don’t have the resources
to do a major cost analysis.
We’'ll do the best we can.

Why did the paid-call cad-
re virtually disappear?

Besides Steve Friemoth
and Keith Smith, we’re not
seeing much interest in the
paid-call positions. We now
have a volunteer unit for
those people who are genu-
inely interested in fighting
fires.

Summary

The current commis-
sion cares about its duty,
listening to the public and
financial accountability. For
anyone without public sec-
tor or board experience,
serving is a learning oppor-
tunity; but | feel the board
is overcoming those hurdles
now. What brought us all
here is public service. The
commission is going in the
right direction.

What are IFPD’s priorities
for the next year and next
five years?

First is to focus on the
budget, which is definitely
our priority. Then fire pre-
vention inspections. Medi-
cal service and firefighting
are doing a good job. Over
this period, we're looking to
improve the high level of ef-
ficiency among the firefight-
ers and commissioners.

How can you help achieve
these priorities?

My career is fire protec-
tion. [Riggi continues to be
a private fire investigator.] |
can make sure the inspec-
tions happen. We review the
chief’s reports.

Are the district’s finances
resolved? What is the need
for Measure G?

No, the board is not
content if there is any un-
necessary spending. But
we can't do anything that
jeopardizes the community
and maintain our level of
firefighting.

The measure is critical
for Idyllwild Fire. If you
have a private business and
find costs increasing over
time, you can adjust the

costs of your product. In
the public sector, the costs
of operation lag the econ-
omy and people question
the need for more funds.
Economy dictates taxes and
costs. You need money to
operate. We need to main-
tain equipment to protect
the community and funds
for continuing training of
staff.

What about getting more
inspections completed?

We're doing inspections.
They are not lagging based
on the last reports that I've
seen. We're in good shape
and it’s improved since |
first came on board.

What about the latest
grand jury report? Will
IFPD do the study?

In one sense, medical and
fire are separate services.
In ldyllwild, the same staff
provides both services, so
we get two for one.

What will the board do
about the comments di-
rected at Commissioner
Schelly?

That’s a problem Dr.
Schelly is going to have to re-
solve. If the Grand Jury says,
“either [a commissioner]
or [a paid-call firefighter],”
he has to make a decision
to be either [one] or [the
other].

Why did the paid-call cad-
re virtually disappear?
The paid-call firefighters
have essentially disappeared.
| haven't seen any push for
more paid-call to increase its
numbers. | haven't seen any
active recruiting for them.
Several paid-call members
became reserves. They’re
worth their weight and did
a great job. They were well
trained and they deserve a

do more inspections within
the Idyllwild District, the
Sonoma County Fire Chiefs
Association wrote this week,
“As the Bill is currently writ-
ten, it does not distinguish
SRAs that have fire districts
from those without. As the
implementation of the SRA
fee moves forward, there will
be a lot of details to work
out including this one.”

According to the state
Legislative Analyst Office, fire
districts within incorporated
areas would be exempt.

Other opposition is
building against the fee’s
approval by a majority of
the state legislature rather
than the two-thirds now
necessary for new taxes.
Assemblyman Kevin Jeffer-
ies (R-Lake Elsinore) and
Idyllwild’s State Senator Bill
Emmerson both expressed
reservations over this aspect
of the issue and foresaw an
inevitable litigative imbro-
glio before any monies are
collected.

Supertanker

In light of the state’s new
fire prevention tax on rural
communities, CAL FIRE
canceled its contract with
10 Tanker Air Carrier of
Adelanto on June 20.

“The ‘exclusive use’ con-
tract has been cancelled but
we still have an effective
‘call when needed’ contract
in place,” said Janet Upton,
CAL FIRE’s deputy director
of communications. “Which
means they are not paid to
stand by and they have up
to 24 hours to respond if
available”

The use of the very large
air tankers has diminished
over time. In 2007, the su-
pertanker flew 36 days while
involved in 15 fires. In 2010,
the number of fires was only
two, requiring four days of
flight, according to Upton.

She also stressed that
these large water carriers are
not initial response equip-
ment. The Hemet-Ryan
Air base is nearby the San
Jacinto Mountains and its
full complement of air at-
tack equipment is avail-
able and will be employed
if necessary. Additionally,
CAL FIRE has access to
other very large air tankers
if needed.

Carumba Trail — safe and beautiful ...

One of the best ways to enjoy our mountain this time
of year is a summer camping trip. | would encourage
everyone to dust off those old packs and head out to
experience our mountain habitat in its full glory.

A favorite route would be to depart Humber Park at
sunrise and hike the Devils Slide Trail to Saddle Junction
(2.5 miles). You will have a breathtaking view of Hemet
and out to Diamond Valley Lake as the valley floor comes
alive in the morning light.

As you arrive at Saddle Junction, you will have a choice
of four trails. I recommend taking the Carumba Trail
towards Laws Camp (2.2 miles). As you enjoy the shady
walk, ferns and skunk cabbage will remind you of a scene
from the movie Avatar. Tahquitz Valley, Reeds Meadow,
and Tahquitz Creek are viewed from the trail on the way
to Laws Camp.

Camping at Laws is like being a thousand miles away
from civilization. You might see and hear a passing jet
but no other sound will be heard except for the trickle
of Willow Creek and the birds calling.

Since Laws Camp is at the 7,420-foot elevation, don't
be surprised if the temperature falls 30 to 40 degrees at
night.

On your return hike to Saddle Junction, | would rec-
ommend taking the Willow Creek Trail (3.0 miles) which
offers a wonderful fern-lined route.

We want to publicly ex-
press our thanks and ap-
preciation to the members
of the Idyllwild Career Fire-
fighters Association for their
willingness to sacrifice a
portion of their pay and
benefits in order to help
IFPD in our efforts to reach
a balanced budget for the
2011-2012 fiscal year.

The six career captains
and engineers forfeited a
promised pay raise of $200
per month and all nine
career firefighters gave up
a promised $100 per month
increase in the employer’s
contribution toward the cost
of their health care plans.
Additionally, they agreed to

begin paying 2 percent of
their base pay toward their
CalPers retirement accounts.
These unselfish concessions
by our firefighters amount
to a total of approximately
$36,505, or an average of
$4,056 per firefighter in lost
pay during the 2011-2012
fiscal year.

Measure G, which we’ll
soon be voting on, asks
the people these firefighters
serve to commit to a cap of
another $65 per year in our
special assessment. But, as-
suming it passes with a 2/3
majority vote, it will take we
property owners 62 years to
give up the equal of what
each of our firefighters are
giving up in one year.

Certainly, Idyllwild is not
unique in being forced to
ask our public employees

for concessions during these
difficult times, but we are
somewhat unique given the
fact that our firefighters are
currently paid significantly
less than their counterparts
are paid in other depart-
ments, both near and far.
And, speaking of difficult
times, although the Town
Crier has referred to the
cash IFPD has on-hand at
the beginning of the fiscal
year as “reserves,” as ex-
plained before, the money
we have in our accounts
as of July 1 is there for the

sole purpose of making it
possible for us to pay our
bills during the first 4 or
5 months of the fiscal year
until we begin receiving
property tax and special
assessment income in De-
cember.

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EPA limits rat poisons
to protect kids, pets

On June 7, the U.S.
Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA) announced a
ban on the sale to residential
consumers of the most toxic
rat and mouse poisons, as
well as most loose bait and
pellet products. The pur-
pose of the ban is to better
protect children, pets and
wildlife.

The agency is also requir-
ing all newly registered rat
and mouse poisons market-
ed to residential consumers
be enclosed in bait stations
that render the pesticide
inaccessible to children and
pets. Wildlife that consume
bait or poisoned rodents
will also be protected by the
EPAs actions.

In addition, products
marketed to residential
consumers may contain
no more than 1 pound of
rodenticide bait.

While several pesticide-
active ingredients will still be
allowed on the homeowner
market, products marketed
to residential consumers
will no longer contain the
most toxic and persistent
pesticide-active ingredients,
that is, the second genera-

tion anticoagulants brodi-
facoum, bromadiolone, di-
fenacoum and difethialone.
Products containing these
active ingredients will only
be available for commercial
use and for residential use
by professional pest control
operators.

Children are particu-
larly at risk for exposure
to rat and mouse poisons
because the products are
typically placed on floors,
and because young children
sometimes place bait pellets
in their mouths. The Ameri-
can Association of Poison
Control Centers annually
receives between 12,000 and
15,000 reports of children
under 6 being exposed to
these types of products.

These new products are
safer to children as well as
pets and wildlife, but still
provide effective rodent con-
trol for residential consum-
ers. They will offer some
combination of resistance to
tampering by children and
dogs, and also to weather.

There have been many
reports of pets and wildlife
dying from possible roden-
ticide. Just last week, there
was a report of 10 unex-
plained dog poisonings in

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‘Love lunkie’ author Resnick joins series

“Love Junkie” (Blooms-
bury USA, 2008) may
sound like a Motown pop
song from the 60s. It’s not.
It’s a hard-hitting, person-
ally revealing memoir by
Rachel Resnick. Reviewers
characterize it as disturbing
and even terrifying. Resn-
ick appears with Idyllwild
Authors Series founder and
facilitator Eduardo Santiago
at 2 p.m. Sunday, July 17,
at B’s Mountain of Books
on North Circle Drive.

Resnick writes about a
multi-decade history of failed
relationships with badly cho-
sen, toxic and abusive men
and the trauma of living
those years. She likened her
need for men, for being with
someone, to a junkie’s obses-
sive craving for a physical
and emotional rush.

Resnick writes of her
addiction on her website,
www.rachelresnick.com:
“When you're addicted to
someone, you're using them.
You're getting high. You can
actually feel the chemicals
dropping down into your
system, the warm pinging
of your nerves.”

She begins “Love Junkie”
in this way: “This is a story
about my years of compul-
sive sex, romantic obses-
sion, the endless demeaning
emails [ wrote, the addictive

relationships [ pursued ...
and the time and effort
wasted. [t’s also a story about
how I finally decided to
break the cycle, and how I
slipped, and how I tried to
find my way again.”

When asked what im-
pelled her to become a
writer, Resnick answered,
“Revenge,” and then went
on to recall, at the age of
four, pointing her finger
at her father and telling
him, “I will write about
this someday.” “If you're
angry, you can channel that
[through writing] in a beau-
tiful way. You can rewrite
your own narrative” — a
narrative, in Resnick’s case,
dictated by a chaotic child-
hood in a dysfunctional
family, and where as a child,
she intuitively began raising
herself and finding her own
answers. She described the
events in “Love Junkie” as

the fallout and aftermath of
“having raised myself.”
The epiphany that led
Resnick to break her ad-
dictive cycle came after a
boyfriend broke into her
home and destroyed her
computer containing an
unfinished novel and other
creative works on the eve of
Valentine’s Day. A woman
friend of Resnick’s, upon
learning of the incident,
said of the guy, “What a
psycho.” Resnick said she
later thought, “So if he’s
a psycho, aren’t I a psy-
cho too?” That propelled
Resnick into therapy and
a 12-step program.
Resnick said the writ-
ing of “Love Junkie” was
an emotional journey that
changed her as she wrote.
“I did not realize that
it [writing the memoir]
would transform me,” she
recounted. “The writing of
