One of the changes that all endorsed was the require-
ment that STRs install a noise monitor. Shirley believes
a lot of STR owners support this provision, and it is

Besides stating compliance with Noise Ordinance
847, the draft also states compliance with Ordinance 924
— loud and unruly parties — must be observed. This
was a specific recommendation in the June 2021 grand
jury report on STRs.

New ICC building
coming soon

The long-awaited Idyllwild Community Center (ICC) building is soon to be a re-
ality. After many years of planning and fundraising, and then more years of planning
and fundraising, the new building is finally on track to be built.

ICC, doing business as the original 501(c)(3) nonprofit San Jacinto Mountain Com-
munity Center Inc. that initially envisioned this project many years ago, has both the
funding and approved building plans needed to move forward.

The primary funding for the project is a federal Community Development Block
Grant, with vital secondary funding provided by donations from many individuals
and businesses in the local mountain communities. These funds also paid for the fenc-
ing around the Butterfield Amphitheater ICC installed in 2020.

After almost a year in plan check, Riverside County approved ICC’s plans for the new
building, which local architect Erik Marcussen of Ground Floor Design Inc. designed.
(Plan check is when a jurisdiction reviews and comments on permit applications and
building plans.)

Marcussen, who will help manage the building project on ICC’s behalf, submitted the
plans in March 2020, and subsequently joined the ICC Board of Directors in January 2021.

Because a U.S. Housing and Urban Development (HUD) grant will fund the build-
ing, ICC will be posting advertised public bid notices for the project in various ap-
proved publications very soon. The bid process requires a 30-day bid period, at which
time ICC will publicly open the submitted bids and select the general contractor to
build the project per HUD's requirements.

The building ground-breaking and completion schedule will be subject to the se-
lected general contractor’s schedule — as well as Idyllwild’s weather.

The new community center building will be located to the left (north) of the Idyllwild
Community Playground. The about 2,000-square-foot, single-story structure will include
agreatroom, kitchen with indoor and outdoor access, ticket office, business office, storage,
and a large (1,600-square-foot) outdoor back deck overlooking the Butterfield Amphithe-
ater, as well as an indoor restroom and outdoor restrooms available to playground visitors.

Because this building is smaller than that originally envisioned years ago, very lit-
tle grading is necessary at the building site and no large trees will be removed.

Extra porta-potty at playground

Idyllwild Community Center (ICC) is pleased to announce the arrival of a second por-
ta-potty at the Idyllwild Community Playground, which ICC operates. As with the cur-
rent porta-potty, County Service Area (CSA) 36 funds covered the cost.

ICCisaware that the single porta-potty at the playground is often full, despite ICC staff
and volunteers’ attempts to keep it clean. This problem is the result of numerous Hill vis-
itors using the porta-potty since Idyllwild has no public restroom. The playground por-
ta-potty’s intended users has always been playground users, not all community visitors.

The situation has been complicated by the fact that Diamond Environmental Services,
which pumps and maintains the porta-potty, will only come up the Hill once per week, so
adding asemiweekly pumping and cleaning is not an option.

The solution ICC has worked out with Riverside County (and importantly, with the help
of District 3 Supervisor Chuck Washington’s office) is to add a second porta-potty to the play-
ground using CSA 36 funds. The plan s for one of the units to be open Monday through Thurs-
day, with the other unit open Friday through Sunday, so that the two units divide the usage.

Both units, American Disabilities Act approved, will be pumped Wednesday,
Idyllwild’s regular maintenance day with Diamond Environmental Services.

Ultimately, the two porta-potties will be removed once the new ICC building, located
to theleft of the playground and including permanent outdoor restrooms, is completed.

The Idyliwild Fire Protection District will test its emergency siren alert system at 1 p.m. the third
Saturday of the month. The test will last 1 minute. In an emergency, you will hear three con-
secutive 3 minute alerts. Tune into WNKI-AM 1610 to receive information regarding the emer-
gency alert.

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COVID-19 LOCAL UPDATE:

New COVID strain not prob-
lematic; emphasis now on
most vulnerable

France, Denmark, Germany, the Netherlands and
the U.S. have all reported finding a new COVID vari-
ant, sometimes referred to as the Deltacron variant. The
good news is that is this new variant is rare and appears
not highly transmissible while being vulnerable to ex-
isting vaccines. It may also be less likely to cause severe
disease compared to earlier variants. (All as told to The
New York Times by virologists at the Institut Pasteur
in Paris, where this new variant was first reported.)
More will be known about Deltacron after several more
weeks.

With COVID on the wane, the Centers for Disease
Control’s (CDC) emphasis is now on persons at high
risk for severe illness, hospitalization and death. So,
at this point, who is most likely to die or become very
sick from COVID? The aged and those with underly-
ing medical conditions are most vulnerable, particu-
larly if they’re not up to date with vaccinations. Under-
lying medical conditions include (in alphabetical or-
der, only): cancer, chronic kidney disease, chronic liver
disease, chronic lung diseases (including asthma and
COPD), cystic fibrosis, dementia or other neurological
conditions, diabetes (types 1 and 2), disabilities, heart
conditions (possibly including high blood pressure),
HIV, immune systems that are weakened, obesity and
overweightness, physically inactive persons, pregnan-
cy, sickle cell disease or inherited red blood cell disor-
ders, smoking (former or current), stem cell or organ
transplant recipients, stroke or cerebrovascular disease,
substance use disorders and tuberculosis.

As of March 14, the state of California reports
588,487 total cases in Riverside County with 5.9 new
cases per 100,000 residents over a seven-day moving
average. (With 2,418,185 residents in the county as of
the 2020 census, that works out to 142 new cases over a
seven-day moving average period in our county.) The
state reports 6,332 confirmed COVID deaths in River-
side County. The state also reports 115 hospitalized
COVID patients with 50 ICU beds currently available in
the county, 48 fewer than last week.

As of Tuesday morning, the Dashboard of the
Hemet Unified School District (HUSD) reported active
cases (last two weeks) of COVID at Idyllwild School as
being no students or staff members, which is down to
zero. At Hemet High, one student and two staff mem-
bers were reported as active cases, which is 0.12% of its
combined student/staff population. Hamilton School
reported no students and two staff members with ac-

tive COVID, which is two more staff members than last
week and now 0.44% of its student-staff population.

The HUSD Dashboard states: “Positive cases will
appear on the Dashboard for 14 days from the date they
are reported and then will be removed after the 14th
day.” So, HUSD's rolling Dashboard reports active cas-
es confirmed during the previous two weeks.

We previously reported that CDC has now replaced
reporting “transmission areas” with “community levels.”
A community level takes into consideration thenumber of
people admitted to local hospitals during the past week,
the number of total hospital beds with COVID patients,
and new COVID cases during the past week. Commu-
nity levels are rated Low, Medium and High. Riverside
County continues to be rated Low. People in all commu-
nity levels are recommended to stay up to date with their
vaccines, and to get tested if they have symptoms.

As of March 14, Riverside County Public Health re-
ports that in Riverside County, 19.3% of the population
ages 5 to 11 are now “fully vaccinated” — while 50.4%
of ages 12 to 15, about 55.3% of ages 16 to 24, 59.7% of
ages 25 to 44, 73.1% of ages 45 to 64 and 75.6% of ages
65-plus have been fully vaccinated. Currently, the term
“fully vaccinated” still does not include boosters.

As of March 14, California reported 8,438,328 total
confirmed COVID cases statewide (26,017 more than
reported last week, which is a 16.4% reduction of new
cases from the previous week) with 86,794 total result-
ing deaths (945 more than reported last week, whichis a
17.8% reduction in new deaths from the previous week).
As of March 9, the CDC current seven-day national
moving average of daily new COVID cases was 37,147,
a 28.8% reduction from the previous week’s seven-day
moving average. The Omicron variant accounts for vir-

tually all new cases in the U.S., with Delta variant at
zero. More than 79 million total COVID-19 cases and
961,620 COVID deaths have been reported in the U.S.

CDC reported cases and hospitalizations in January
2022 were the highest since the pandemic began, but in
February and March, cases have trended rapidly down-
ward. So, do COVID vaccines really work? Recall that
back in December, CDC’s COVID Data Tracker showed
un-vaccinated adults ages 65 and older were 49 times more
likely to be hospitalized than people in that age group who
were up-to-date with their COVID vaccines, including
boosters — not twice aslikely, 49 times more likely.

CDC advises that vaccination, along with other im-
portant prevention strategies, continues to be the best
defense against severe COVID disease. Everyone ages
5 years and up is recommended to be vaccinated, with
boosters for everyone ages 12 and older — specifical-
ly the Pfizer-BioNTech booster for those ages 12 to 15.
CDC now recommends that people with weakened im-
mune systems get their booster doses three months af-
ter their second dose instead of waiting five months.

COVID vaccinations are available in Idyllwild by
appointment at Idyllwild Pharmacy (1-951-659-2135).
Riverside County is not listing any place on the Hillas a
future county vaccination location, but places in Hemet,
San Jacinto, Banning, Beaumont, Moreno Valley, Des-
ert Hot Springs and Palm Desert are listed. Visit https://
rivcoph.org/COVID-19-Vaccine-with-Registration  to
schedule vaccinations through RCPH.

plaints (especially late at night); and a specific limitation
on the number of STR units in Idyllwild.

“If the ordinance doesn’t have teeth, then the re-
quirements are only suggestions,” Henderson stressed.
“If there is no threat that the STR owners could lose
their certificate, there is no reason to comply.”

In a separate email, Henderson noted, “When you
read other municipality STR ordinances, there are big
fines and strong enforcement mentioned throughout.
There is nothing like that in [the draft 927].”

The draft specifies that a public hearing would be
held to review violations and complaints about an STR,
but the hearing will be in Riverside.

Both Feingold and Shirley acknowledged that some
STR owners manage their properties to avoid nuisances
and problems. They re grateful for that type of cooperation.

Beyond the general worry about the ability to en-
force the ordinance, they thought CE staff or the sher-
iff's deputies who do respond to complaints and other
problems need to be located much closer to Idyllwild
than Hemet or Anza, which can be a 40-minute drive to
Idyllwild.

In fact, Henderson noted that on three of four calls
he has made to the Sheriff’s Department for assistance
regarding an STR problem, no deputy has appeared.

The Sheriff's Department has consistently stated its
deputies will respond, but there is a priority to those
responses. Individual endangerment, such as a traffic
crash, gun shots or break-ins will be a higher priority
than a noise or parking issue.

In November, the supervisors approved $770,000 to
expand CE staff. About half of those funds were for ve-
hicles. While that would help with increasing enforce-
ment, Henderson said their workday is from 9 a.m. to
5 p.m., which does little to improve responses to late-
night and past-midnight disturbances.

Feingold recommends that STR neighbors who
have a complaint should first call the 24/7 contact per-
son, give them an hour to respond and resolve the issue.
Ifitis still a problem or nuisance, that is when CE or the
Sheriff’s Department should be contacted.

Shirley was more specific. He argues that as fees,
fines and Transient Occupancy Tax collections increase,
the county should use a portion of the added revenue
to assign a CE officer to be present in Idyllwild, not just

have more available to respond.

In comparing enforcement of STR regulations in
county cities and the Hill, Henderson stressed, “...
those places have local sheriff or police stations to en-
force, we do not... Our problems will not be resolved
without locally based STR inspectors or officers avail-
able to knock on a door 24/7.”

The third major issue with the draft Ordinance 927
is the lack of a specific limitation on the number of STRs
permitted in Idyllwild and Pine Cove. The commenters
were unanimous in their opinion that a limit is necessary.

First, they pointed to the STR ordinances in various
Riverside County cities, such as Palm Desert, which all
impose a limit on the number of STRs to be available
within theirjurisdictions.

“Missing is an actual limitation,” Feingold said. “At
this point, we're close to the saturation point.” One per-
sonnoted that more than half of the current county STR
certificate are facilities located in Idyllwild.

“A limitation is my major concern,” he said. “All
the cities in the desert, Temecula, and Riverside have a
limitation on the number of STRs to be permitted. This
draft is deaf to the residents. A limit on the number of
available roomsis needed.”

One advantage of a limitation, according toits advo-
cates, is it might reduce the number of STR owners who
don’tlive on or near the Hill and are only buying homes
torentas an investment.

“They have no real interest in the community,”
Shirley believes. But rentals such as cabins have been a
longtime practice here. Thus, he and others believe that
local STR owners are much more sensitive and aware of
potential problems.

Otherissues

The new minimum stays, inspections and a limit on
number of renters were positive additions, most people felt.

The draft ordinance specifies that a rental must be
for aminimum of three days and two nights. Shirley ar-
gued that this places STRs on par with most of the inns
and lodges on the Hill. One-night stays at these facilities
are ararity.

Requiring an inspection of a facility requesting an
STR certificate can occur now, but if the revision were
approved, there will be random inspections in the fu-
ture as well as when the owner applies for the certificate
renewal.

Also, most felt the information on the required post-

ed sign at the front of the STR and visible from the street
is important for the neighbors. Information on the sign
includes the identity and telephone number of the per-
son responsible for answering any complaints. Emer-
gency numbers for the Sheriff's Department, local
emergency medical services and CE’s 24-hour number
also are to be included and visible.

Feingold believes this is an improvement, but ad-
mitsit’s also a double-edged sword. “Some won’t like it
because it screams ‘I am an empty house.”

But its purpose is to identify STRs and let neighbors
know the responsible immediate contact. This person is
responsible for the STR and is supposed to respond to
complaints within 60 minutes.

“This takes the guess work out of who manages
the STR and who is the go-to-person,” Feingold noted.
Identification of this individual is critical, in his opinion,
because CE “... is not the first line of defense. You first
have to call the 24/7 person.”

IAA Ukrainian/Russian
students to remain in U.S.

Associates of Idyllwild Arts Foundation (IAF) Pres-
ident Michael Slocum has shared a message from IAF
President Pamela Jordan regarding Idyllwild Arts
Academy (IAA) students from Ukraine and Russia. In it
she thanks the many who have reached out and offered
to help students and families whose lives have been up-
ended by the conflict and international sanctions.

Jordan reported that all of the families in Ukraine
were “safe and are grateful for the love and support
that their student is receiving from the Idyllwild Arts
community.” The situation is sensitive and IAA has
declined to specify how many students are affected for
safety reasons.

Jordan said IAA is “prepared to support our seniors
from Ukraine and Russia who need financial assistance
to complete the school year. This may include tuition
balances and fees for senior activities such as gradua-
tion, prom, senior trip, transportation, and more. As of
now, all students have reported having plans for spring

break that will keep them in the United States. We do
not yet know if homestays will be needed for students
over the summer.”

A fund was established for those students who may
need help completing their high school education here.
Those who can are asked to consider a donation to IAF’s
Response Fund at https://idyllwildarts.org/response-
fund/ or email questions to giving@idylliwldarts.org. “I
am sure that families with extraordinary needs will feel
the love thousands of miles away,” she said.

Across the country and worldwide, schools, most-
ly colleges, are faced with sensitive decisions regard-
ing the future of young people. UniversityBusiness.
com reports over 5000 Russian and 1,700 Ukrani-
an students attending “institutes of higher educa-
tion in the United States...” and points out that the
two groups often mingle on campus. Until this last
month, there was no reason not to think of each oth-
er as neighbors with whom they had many things in
common. A quote from Kiki Caruson, interim vice
president of USF World at the University of South
Florida summed it up: “...they’re friends first and

representatives of their countries second.”

Some historic context for this comes from Jason
Czyz, co-president of the Institute of International Edu-
cation (IEE). “[I]f you look at the history of our relations
— the IIE was actually founded during the Russian Rev-
olution — throughout the Cold War, the good and the
bad, our universities have remained open to Russian
students. My guess is that whole cultural and educa-
tional exchange between our countries will continue.”

The Associated Press (AP) has reported that U.S.
colleges are pulling U.S. students out of study-abroad
programs in Russia and ending research partnerships,
telling Americans in Russia to book flights home, while
promising to support Russian students on campus.

Rep. Eric Swalwell (D-CA) has called for “kicking ev-
ery Russian student out of the United States,” but this
idea has not gained much traction. The AP story in-
cludes a quote from Barbara Snyder, president of the
American Association of Universities: “In our coun-
try, we do not punish children for the crimes of their
parents... You have to think carefully about the conse-
quences of targeting people because of their country of
origin.”

Scholarships for local students

Over the next few weeks, the Idyllwild Scholarship
Fund board is requesting community donations to sup-
port scholarships for area 2022 high school graduates.

The Idyllwild Scholarship Fund goes back to 1969
when three students were awarded “scholarships.” One
was for $250, another for $100, and one student received
a dictionary. In April 2021, six high school students
were awarded a total of $49,000.

Major leaks in Pine Cove
attributed to new owners

Leaks due to frozen pipes was an important topic at
the Pine Cove Water District (PCWD) Board of Direc-
tors meeting Wednesday morning, March 9.

PCWD reported about a 30,000-gallon increase in us-
age over the prior two years: 2,148,720 gallons in Feb-
ruary 2022 compared to 2,118,250 in February 2021 and
2,120,410 gallons in February 2020.

“Production was up over the past two years,” Inter-
im General Manager Jeremy Potter told the board. He
said a lot of leaks were found during the cold weather.
“It got down into the teens and even single digits.”

Officer Manager Becky Smith emailed residents to
make sure they turn off their water before leaving, espe-
cially part-time residents. Potter was pleased that com-
munity members walked the streets searching out leaks
and found some.

He said the largest leak was at a short-term rental
and ithappened there twice. One of the times the people
staying there thought the leak was a natural creek and
were taking pictures next to it. Potter told the board the
first leak there was 30 gallons a minute and the second
was almost 36 gallons a minute. “It really put a strain on
the system,” he said and the customer has to pay the bill.

Board members wanted to know if the leaks were
coming from new owners’ houses. ... lots of new peo-
ple,” Director Vicki Jakubac noted. Smith responded
that the majority were new owners.

The static well is down nearly 5 feet. Potter told the
board PCWD hasn’t been using Dutch Flats wells but
has been using Thousand Trail tanks. He said he plans

to turn Dutch Flats pumps back on to give the upper
wells abreak.

Even with the last few storms, he said the precipita-
tion was not ideal for coming out of Stage 2 water con-
servation but he’s feeling optimistic about getting more
moisture.

One of two new firefighter helicopter dip tanks now
at Dutch Flats had the wrong connection for the hydrant
so PCWD replaced the hydrant with a 4-inch hydrant.

In order to move ahead with the U.S. Department of
Agriculture loan and grant for major projects, PCWD
hired the Davey Company to finish the environmental
report for a cost of $24,920.

Matt LeVesque, vice president of properties for the
California Inland Empire Council, appeared before
the board again to ask it this time to formally de-an-
nex Camp Emerson Boy Scout Camp from PCWD so it
could annex through Idyllwild Water District (IWD).

LeVesque has said that the more than $500,000
PCWD requires to connect the camp is too expensive
when IWD requires only $5,000.

The board agreed to have Potter write the letter but
the council will need to make the request to the Local
Area Formation Committee for approval to de-annex
from PCWD and annex to IWD.

The board voted to hold a June 8 public hearing on
the standby rate for 2022-23. The annual cost is $30 per
acre and the proposed rate does not change.

The board also discussed going back to in-person
meetings beginning with the June 8 meeting. Direc-
tors have been meeting through Zoom pursuant to
the governor’s emergency declaration allowing for
remote meetings during COVID, normally forbidden

Medi-Cal
enrollees may
lose coverage

From 2 to 3 million Californians now insured under
Medi-Cal extensions the federal government’s Ameri-
can Rescue Plan (ARP) funded may lose their coverage
later this year. Also, the federal Public Health Emergen-
cy (PHE) is scheduled to expire April 16, and unless ex-
tended, that expiration will trigger “downstream” ef-
fects on Californians. If the state of emergency expires,
states will begin issuing 60-day notices to those affected.

Reporting by CalMatters.org explains the two differ-
ent mechanisms in play here.

First, during the PHE, states were not allowed to
drop people from Medicaid (in California known as Me-
di-Cal). The usual program of biennial eligibility renew-
als was frozen and anyone on the program was allowed
to remain. If the state of emergency expires, notices to
reapply will beissued.

The second issue is the ARP that provided around
$3 billion to California to expand subsidies avail-
able through Covered California. These subsidies are
“locked in” for the rest of the year, and unless Con-
gress decides to extend them, the state estimates that
low-income residents may see their monthly premiums
roughly double from an average of $65 to $131.

Other changing conditions may also result in fewer
Medi-Cal enrollees. Some may no longer need the cov-
erage, having returned to workplaces that offer cover-
age. Some may still meet income requirements for sub-
sidies and begin one of those plans.

The concern is that many, especially the most vul-
nerable, may simply be lost in the shuffle and let their
coverage lapse. Those who have moved may not re-
ceive notifications from the state unless they have filed
change of address forms.

A National Public Radio story reminds readers that
“[a]s this tsunami of work approaches, many state and
local offices are short-staffed.”

No major

Friday, March 4, Bryn Raymond,
41, of Aguanga, was driving a silver 2013 Kia Sorento
about 30 mph westbound on Highway 74 approaching
McCall Park Road.

Heavy fog created a visibility of about 20 feet. Ray-
mond’s unsafe speed resulted in her inability to safely
negotiate the left curve in the road. The vehicle went
right and plummeted over the side of the mountain,
rolling over and crashing onto a rocky area.

Raymond was not injured. Idyllwild Garage towed
the vehicle.

At about 6:30 a.m. Thursday, March 10, Armando
Morales Jr., 24, of San Jacinto, was driving a silver 2020
Toyota Corolla westbound on Highway 74 near Mc-
Gaugh Road at about 60 mph when he steered to the
right and left the roadway, traveling onto the north
shoulder, striking a metal guardrail and continuing out
of control down a dirt embankment.

When the CHP officer arrived, the vehicle was locat-
ed in the dirt and brush on its roof.

Morales had a minor injury but chose to seek his own
medical aid. Idyllwild Garage towed the vehicle.

Candidates for county, state and federal primary races

Friday, March 11, was the deadline to file and qual-
ify as a candidate for elected office in California. For
those offices with more than one qualified candidate,
the June 7 primary election will determine either a
winner or the two candidates who will compete on the
November ballot.

A winner is a candidate who garners more than 50%
of the votes cast for that office. If no candidate exceeds
the 50% bar, then the two candidates with the most
votes will vie for the office in the November gubernato-
rial election.

The state offices on the June 7 ballot will include the
governor, lieutenant governor, attorney general, secre-
tary of state, state controller, state treasurer and state in-
surance commissioner.

Hill residents also will have choices in U.S. Congres-
sional, state legislative and several county executive
elections. Three county supervisors, including V. Man-
uel Perez, are up for reelection.

County executive offices

Three county position races with two having only
one qualified candidate will be decided.

In a near repeat of the 2018 race for Riverside Coun-
ty district attorney, attorney Lara Gressley is again chal-
lenging incumbent Michael Hestrin.

However, this year, Burke E. Strunsky, a judge of the
Riverside County Superior Court since 2017, also has
entered the race. He also is a former prosecutor.

In 2018, Chad Bianco, then a sheriff’s lieutenant, de-
feated incumbent Sheriff Stan Sniff. In 2022, retired sher-

iff's Capt. Michael . Lujan is challenging Bianco.

Incumbent Auditor Controller Paul A. Angulo has
two people competing for his position. Ben J. Benoit, son
of John Benoit, a former Assembly member and state
senator who represented the Hill, and then became a
county supervisor, will be on the ballot along with Mar-
shall Campbell.

The uncontested races are for treasurer-tax collector
and assessor-county clerk recorder. The current incum-
bents are Matthew Jennings, treasurer, and Peter Al-
dana, assessor.

In accordance with the county’s redistricting of su-
pervisorial district boundaries, most Hill communities
are now part of the Fourth District. The incumbent is V.
Manuel Perez, and he will have no opposition this year.

Karen Spiegel, who represents the Second District,
alsois unopposed.

However, current Board of Supervisors Chair Jeff
Hewitt, who represents the Fifth District, will compete
against three other candidates to keep his supervisorial
post.

U.S Congressional races

Idyllwild, Pine Cove, Mountain Center and Anza are
located in the new 41st Congressional District.

Given the shape of the new 41st District, U.S. Con-
gressman Ken Calvert is the incumbent since much of
his current district is now part of the 41st.

While there was a rumor that current State Sen. Me-
lissa Melendez would challenge fellow Republican
Calvert, she isnot on the ballot.

However, four other people are seeking this seat.
Two Democrats, Shrina Kurani and Will Rollins, hope
to unseat Calvert. The other two candidates are Repub-

lican John Michael Lucio and Independent Anna Neve-
nic, who has run in several previous races.

Representative Raul Ruiz, the Hill's current Con-
gressman, is seeking reelection in his 25th District and
will face five challengers, all Republicans.

State legislative races

Idyllwild and Pine Cove are now in Senate Dis-
trict (SD) 32. SD 32’s western edge is Chino Hills and
Yorba Linda, then it narrowly snakes southwest to in-
clude Lake Elsinore, Menifee, Wildomar and Temec-
ula.

Two candidates, one from each major party, quali-
fied for the race and one will be elected in the primary.
Kelly Seyarto is the Republican and Brian Nash is the
Democrat candidate.

Pine Wood and north of Pine Cove are now in SD 19
(which continues north to the boundary between San
Bernardino and Inyo counties) but is not on the 2022 bal-
lot.

Garner Valley, Anza and Aguanga are in Assembly
District (AD) 36. Three candidates are competing for the
seat. The Republican is lan M. Weeks. Two Democrats
qualified for the ballot, Marion G. Ware and Eduardo
Garcia.

Idyllwild and Pine Cove and north are in AD 47,
where Democrat Christy Holstege will face Republican
Greg Wallis.

Board of Equalization

The 4th Board of Equalization District is composed of
four Southern California counties — Imperial, Orange,
Riverside and San Diego. The only candidate for this po-
sitionis Randell R. Economy, a Republican.

Sheriff applies

Riverside County Sheriff Chad Bianco is apply-
ing for $264,107 from the California State Parks
Off-Highway Motor Vehicle (OHV) Recreation Di-
vision Grants and Cooperative Agreements Pro-
gram funding for law enforcement projects, such as
the Hemet OHV Team.

The Hemet Station area is about 750 square
miles. Most of the area patrolled is accessible to
OHYV-style vehicles. The area is comprised of both
state and federal wildlife areas, Bureau of Land
Management areas and Riverside County Open
Space Habitat Conservation Land.

Hemet Station’s area has several OHV-approved
riding areas such as Bee Canyon below Idyllwild
and Hixon Canyon in Anza. The approved riding
areas are about 20 to 30 miles.

The issue at the Hemet Station is OHVs riding
unapproved areas that encompass several hun-
dred miles. Patrols cover the unincorporated ar-
eas of Aguanga, Anza, Cahuilla Tribal Nation, East
Hemet, Garner Valley, Gilman Hot Springs, Green
Acres, Idyllwild, Lake Riverside, Mountain Center,
Pine Cove, Pine Meadow, Ramona Tribal Nation,
Sage, San Jacinto and San Jacinto riverbed area, San-
ta Rosa Tribal Nation, Soboba Hot Springs and Val-
le Vista.

The Hemet Station is experiencing an increase in
illegal OHV activity, along with illegal marijuana
growers using OHV-style vehicles to travel to their
grow sites.

The Hemet Station area is comprised of moun-
tain, valley, desert and wilderness areas. The area
has hundreds of miles of open space and contains
all types of weather, such as several feet of snow,
torrential rain, high winds, extreme heat and debris
flow issues after two large wildland fires in the area.

The Hemet Station area has multiple open-space,
habitat-protected areas that have seen multiple is-
sues of fencing being cut and OHV tracks in the
protected areas. The Sage area has had specific in-
cidents of trespassing in protected areas and River-
side County Park rangers and biologists have dis-
covered and recorded OHV tracks.

In 2021, Hemet Station personnel served more
than 200 search warrants and recovered more than
85 tons of illegal marijuana. Hemet Station has re-
covered several illegal OHV-style vehicles and have
seen proof that the growers use these vehicles to
travel from grow site to grow site. More than 100

for OHV grant to protect areas

firearms also have been recovered resulting in a se-
rious officer safety issue for anyone patrolling OHV
areas.

Within the jurisdiction of the Hemet Station,
many areas exist where endangered species are be-
ing directly negatively impacted by Illegal OHV
activities on the lands that have been acquired for
their protection. In the San Jacinto River wash,
which sees daily OHV trespassing, San Bernardino
Kangaroo Rats and Least Bell’s Vireo regularly have
their burrows collapsed or nesting behavior dis-
turbed.

Further south in the Sage and Aguanga areas the
same can be said for Stephen’s and Aguanga Kan-
garoo Rats and the Coastal California Gnatcatcher.

And to the east in the Anza area, OHVs fre-
quent prime Quino Checkerspot Butterfly habi-
tat, and have been implicated as a major cause of
mortality of young caterpillars who enjoy sunning
themselves on open trails. The Southwestern Wil-
low Flycatcher is an endangered bird and OHV
activity in closed areas could disturb their nest-
ing areas. The Arroyo Toad is an endangered toad
and OHV operation in closed areas can collapse its
burrows.

Due to this destructive potential, Multi-Species
Habitat Conservation Plan (MSHCP) ranger staff
spend a great deal of time addressing the issue of
OHV trespassing. In 2021, rangers contacted 121
OHVs on conserved land. However, MSHCP rang-
ers do not possess citation authority and have lit-
tle recourse in these interactions other than a ver-
bal warning and an escort off property. Many more
contacts were attempted but were unsuccessful as
the individuals fled the area.

During the same time period, rangers discov-
ered and repaired 101 cut fences and 19 damaged
gates associated with illegal OHV activity. In 2020,
The U.S. Forest Service had to cut most of its pro-
grams related to OHV enforcement and education.
This increased the burden and need for the River-
side County Sheriff’s Department’ss involvement in
OHYV matters.

To address the issue, The department’s Hemet
OHYV Team was formed to actively patrol no-go ar-
eas within Hemet Station’s jurisdiction. The OHV
Team will cite illegal OHV operators and guide
OHYV riders to legal riding areas. The Hemet OHV
Team educates OHV riders on where to ride and

provides maps to show legal riding areas within the
Hemet jurisdictional area.

* Law enforcement requests funding for staff-
ing and equipment to enforce regulations.

Monday, May 2.

Forest staff will review and consider the public
comments, and then submit their final grant appli-
cations by June 6, 2022.

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Festival film shot in Idyllwild

Filmmaker Jennifer Kramer’s entry in this year’s
Idyllwild International Festival of Cinema (IIFC) has a
connection to Idyllwild, having been filmed here. Nom-
inated in eight categories, the film showcases Kramer’s
versatility as auteur: writing, directing, acting, compos-
ing and performing the score.

Although passed over by this year’s judges, Kramer
said, “just being nominated in eight categories includ-
ing directing, acting, writing, producing and others, was
an honor I never could have imagined.” She also just re-
ceived word that she and her film have been nominated
for next week’s Malibu International Film Festival from
March20to27.

The film’s title, “Nakusa,” is a girl’s name used in parts
of India, and means “unwanted,” signifying that her par-
ents had desired a boy. Research has been conducted on
the effects of going through life with such a name, a very
public shaming. The character in the film is disabled and
rejected by her mother, as Kramer said, “trauma personi-
fied.”

On another level, the film is inspired by a pivotal event
in the life of Russian composer Serge Rachmaninoff. The
public rejection of his first symphony led him to a break-
down, leaving him unable to compose for several years.

Kramer is the youngest daughter of late producer/
director Stanley Kramer (“Guess Who's Coming to Din-
ner,” “Judgment at Nuremberg” and “High Noon”) but
has had to find her own path. Although she began work-
ing as a child in television and film, sibling rivalry cooled
her enthusiasm. As she told Authority Magazine, “
whenIgota part over my sister it caused friction so I end-
ed up rejecting ... it and focused on my love for horses...
My dream was to go to the Olympics and I was asked to
train on the East Coast but my father said ‘no’ because I
was only 14.” She did eventually decide to return to act-
ing, but her ambitions were again derailed.

“Ialways wanted to have my ownidentity.I decided to
do serious training. .. at Carnegie Mellon in NY. Unfortu-
nately, just as my career was getting underway, [ was diag-
nosed with non-Hodgkins Lymphoma; that was kind of a
shock. My acting was put on hold. I started to study music
asIwasrecovering. I alwaysloved the piano.”

As a child, she had been entranced by a friend’s Suzu-
ki method piano lessons, copying her by ear, taking her
discarded lesson books, and composing her own little
pieces she recorded on cassettes as gifts for friends and
family. Now recovering from cancer treatments, she re-
turned to music with an adult’s focus and determination.
She was fortunate to meet a concert pianist who tutored
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her, filling in the knowledge she had missed as a self-
taught musician, including technique and music read-
ing. It was only later that she found out she was his first
“non-reading” pupil.

“I'had all this experience in all these areas and I finally
found my true voice as a film maker, which is clearer than
it’s ever been. I've had a lot of struggles along the way.
Those struggles have led to where I am now, where I am
not afraid to expressit.”

TC: “This is the first in an envisioned series of films
that will become a feature, all based on composers and
music?”

JK: “Nakusa is the first of six, all allegories. I take el-
ements out of the composers” lives. For Rachamninoff it
was this traumatic event.

TC: “Tell us more about ‘Nakusa” and Rachmani-
noft.”

Trauma makes you feel
you are disintegrating, Nakusa is disintegrating in the
film. She really is a personification of trauma.”

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was able to guide you as a filmmaker?”

JK: “T often get asked how my father inspired me. My
father, unfortunately, passed away before I had any goals
as a filmmaker; he only could inspire me by example. The
main way he inspired me was he taught me to be fearless;
that'show helived his life, never afraid to tackle a creative
endeavor.”

Kramer had this to add about the film'’s co-producer/
director: “I want to mention Linda Palmer. She is a pro-
lific socially conscious filmmaker; she mentors and helps
many people, is very generous... I feel like the role that
I wish my father had been able to play for me in my life,
she has stepped into that. As a friend, mentor and teacher,
as a guide, she has really taught me all about film mak-
ing. Made it possible for me to take the reins and move
forward with knowledge and the ability to realize my vi-
sion. I am so grateful to her for what she has done in my
like, what she has given me.

“I'hope maybe with one of my other films to visit the
Idyllwild festival. I'm disappointed that we're not doing
itin person but honored to be a part of it.”

Almost as an afterthought Kramer let slip the most

important part of all: “By the way, my film was shot in

Idyllwild. ‘Nakusa’” was entirely shot in the burn areas
from the Cranston Fire. The Riverside County Film Com-
mission and the Open Space District, as well as the county
rangers, were so helpful and kind to the crew and team
during the process of shooting.”

TC: “Where did you end up shooting?”

JK: “McCall Park.”

TC: “How did you choose our mountain as a loca-
tion?”

JK: “Linda and her husband Mark [Cardone], when
I'was preparing to get ‘Nakusa’ going, it was Mark who
thought of the burn areas in Idyllwild. Linda has partic-
ipated in the festival many times, with her own films,
and is very familiar with the area. So, Linda and I went
location scouting and found this one spot that was ide-
al. When traumatized you feel alone and disconnected,
alienated from humanity, It was barren, desolated, like
another planet.”

Due to the unpredictable nature of COVID protocols,
organizers were again unable to schedule public screen-
ings. The jury viewed the films privately, with the virtu-
al awards ceremony posted online at: https://idyllwild-
cinemafest.com. This will be the third year the festival
has been “virtual” but next year promises to make up for
the absence. Palm Springs Life reported festival founder
Steve Savage saying the festival will “look for bigger ven-
ues for 2023 and that will likely mean presenting some
parts of their event off the Hill.” Organizers “hope to
have as many as 200 films next year.”
