Less than three weeks later, attorneys for R.J. Reyn-
olds Tobacco Company, R.J. Reynolds Vapor Company
and other Reynolds tobacco subsidiaries filed an emer-
gency lawsuit in the U.S. Supreme Court requesting that
the proposition and its enforcement of Senate Bill 793 be
enjoined.

Statewide, more than 63% of voters approved the
proposition and even in Riverside County, 55% voters
cast “Yes” ballots. But Reynolds was undeterred and
filed its appeal to the Supreme Court on Nov. 29.

This week, the U.S. Supreme Court denied the
appeal.

Reynolds’ attorneys argued that the Tobacco Control
Act (Public Law 111-31, approved in June 2009) prohib-
its state and local jurisdictions from setting standards
for tobacco products that are different from the federal
standards. And at present, the federal government has
notbanned these flavored tobacco products.

Neither a district court nor the Ninth Appeals Court
enjoined the enforcement of SB 793, which is why Reyn-
olds appealed to the Supreme Court. And the Ninth Cir-
cuit of the U.S. Appeals Court has been overturned in
previous cases relating to this law.

In their filing, Reynolds” attorneys stated, “This re-
quest arises from the Ninth Circuit’s decision to effec-

In response, California’s Department of Justice told
the court that Reynolds is more concerned about those
who won't be able to buy the flavored products than
the millions of young children and teens who become
smokers after using these products. The state noted that
Reynolds’s study contradicting this point was prepared
by one of its affiliates rather than independently.

With respect to implementing SB 793, the state ar-
gued, “The unsuccessful referendum campaign has al-
ready delayed the implementation of SB 793 for nearly
two years, allowing children and teenagers across the
State to be initiated into the deadly habit of tobacco use
via flavored tobacco products throughout that period.
The voters have now spoken, rejecting the tobacco in-
dustry’s policy arguments and approving the ban on re-
tail sales of flavored tobacco products ... tips the balance
decisively in favor of allowing the will of the voters to
take effect now.”

Without comment and no objections, the Supreme
Court rejected Reynolds’s appeal with a single sentence,
“The application for a writ of injunction pending appeal
presented to Justice Kagan and by her referred to the
Courtis denied.”

After the Supreme Court decision, California At-
torney General Rob Bonta said in a press release, “Fla-
vored tobacco products have hooked a new generation
of young smokers at a time when tobacco is already the
number one preventable killer in the United States. I
applaud the Supreme Court for denying Big Tobacco’s
latest attempt to block California’s commonsense ban
on flavored tobacco products. The voters of California
approved this ban by an overwhelming margin in the
November election and now it will finally take effect. I
look forward to continuing to defend this important law

State will double
charging stations for
electric vehicles

Last week, the state took several steps to advance and to promote actions in an at-
tempt to reverse climate change.

Electric vehicles

How will drivers power all those new electric vehicles that will be on California’s
roads and highways in the next dozen years?

In August, the California Air Resources Board (CARB) approved regulations to
prohibit the sale of new gas-powered vehicles in 2035 or later. Over the next 10 years,
the percentage of new gas-powered vehicles sold in the state must gradually decline
to zero in 2035.

As gas-powered vehicles decline, new zero-emission vehicles and plug-in hybrid
emission vehicles will become the principal means of private transportation.

The fuel for gas-powered vehicles is provided at gasoline stations located on al-
most every corner in commercial areas. The electric powered vehicles will need
charging and today, California does not have the electric infrastructure to support
such alarge shift.

However, on Wednesday, the California Energy Commission approved a $3 bil-
lion spending plan to provide another 90,000 new electric vehicle chargers in the
state.

“California is bringing our roads and highways into the 21st century with electric

vehicle chargers in every community, in every corner of our state,” said Gov. Gavin
Newsom in the press release announcing the decision. “We are transforming trans-
portation in California ...”
" Thislevel of spending is 30 times the commission’s 2019 level and will double Cal-
ifornia’s charging stations from 80,000 to 170,000. It is a component of the effort to
accelerate the state’s transition to clean transportation and the goal of 250,000 public
charging stations by 2025.

The sales of new zero-emission vehicles and plug-in hybrid emission vehicles,
which is currently 16% of new vehicles sold in California, must reach 35% in 2026,
68% in 2030 and 100% five years later.

The state has been working with manufacturers and is confident this goal can and
will be met. The number of emission-free vehicles sold in state has grown from less
than 1% in 2011, to 5% in 2018. In 2021, their sales passed 10% and in the first quarter

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PCWD votes to suspend
USDA loan/grant

Pine Cove Water District (PCWD) met Wednesday,
Dec. 14 and voted to suspend the district’s application
foraU.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) loan/grant
for $1.6 million.

Present were President Robert Hewitt and directors
Rose Venard and Lou Padula. Absent were Secretary/
Treasurer Vicki Jakubac and Vice President Diane Lu-
ther. Office Manager Becky Smith and General Manager
Jeremy Potter also were in attendance. Smith adminis-
tered the oath of office to the directors present as they
were all starting new terms following an election where
none were challenged.

Small items included questions about office expens-
es: $400 for paper because paper that used to cost $3 per
ream is now $7, and the office manager buys in quantity
when it is on sale; $120 and $150 to reimburse expense
for Potter and Office Assistant Jennifer Hayes to attend a
CalPers (pension fund) educational forum in Anaheim.

Potter gave an overview of operational issues. More
people are using more water in Pine Cove than past
years so consumption is up slightly. There are leaks;
PCWD produced 6,591,720 gallons but can only account
for 5,229,000. He called the loss of over 20% “not good.”
A major leak on Emerick Road was fixed, and no oth-
er major leaks were found. Losses were likely due to
“a few small leaks; one big one would be easy to spot.”
Field staff is “looking and listening to pinpoint leaks. A
few meters were found not registering, broken.” It was
noted that customers rarely report broken nonregister-
ing meters; many may see the basic charge on their bill
and do not notice the lack of usage charge.

Potter reported that static well 10 is down 1-3/4 feet,
“It has been that low in past years; it falls and rises.”
Potter recommended staying at Stage 2 Water Conser-
vation. Crews have begun refurbishing well #6, near
Thousand Trails. The motor had seized up. They “hope
to get it online and add to production.” A camera ex-
amination is scheduled for later in the week to check on
the well condition to determine the best way to clean it.

Next will come wells 12, 9 and 7, all of which are offline
but can be fixed and brought back up.

The “backyard project,” a pit to allow easier mainte-
nance of district vehicles, continues. The excavation is
complete and the first courses of block are in place. Next
comes rebar and the slab.

Potter also requested permission to begin shopping
for a used, low-mileage work truck. The present vehicle,
a2006 Chevy, will cost “more than it is worth to repair.”
It was unable to pull a trailer for the trencher or gener-
ators. Past General Manager Jerry Holldber had put
$50,000 in reserve for this foreseeable expense. A new
Dodge Ram with a diesel engine would cost $70,000 to
$75,000 but a used vehicle might be found for closer to
$60,000. Potter would like the new truck to have a fuel
tank so tractors and generators can be refilled in the
field.

The most weighty item on the agenda was the up-
date on the application for USDA grant/loan funds. The
district has been going through the process to obtain a
$1.6 million from USDA for several projects, including
replacing the old manually-read meters, replacing the
Rocky Point water storage tank and buying a piece of
land from the county. Earlier participation in the pro-
gram had been relatively straight-forward, as that ap-
plication was to purchase new vehicles and materials. It
took weeks, not years.

The present application has required environmen-
tal impact reports, letters to local tribal authorities and
what seems to be a moving target of requirements to ful-
fill. Like many bureaucratic matters, whether insurance
companies or government agencies, there is no road
map for the process, just requests for more information
and new “hoops to jump through.” Over a period of
two years, more than $15,000 was spent to start the pro-
cess and $30,000 on the Environmental Impact Report.
PCWD has no guarantee that any of the amount, if ap-
proved, would be a grant, so the entire amount may be a
loan.

The interest rate was 1.75% at the beginning of the
process but has now risen to 3.25%, with more rate in-

1949-2022

Ray Nelms Mc
Kelvain, 73, known as
Nelms by those who
loved him, died Tues-
day, Dec. 13,2022, at his
home in Yucca Valley.

creases likely in April and June, putting the cost on a par
with private lenders. Board members also expressed
concern with saddling the district with 40 or 50 years
of debt. Individual projects funded by the loan/grant
would require more documentation, permission and
“red tape.”

An alternative plan has been taking shape. New me-
ters would be purchased from Smart Earth Technol-
ogies (SET) with a lease-to-own program. SET has es-
timated PCWD would save $28,863 annually on labor
and mileage as the meters will be readable from the of-
fice. The cellular system allows pinpointing leaks, and
homeowners would be able to remotely monitor their
own property, even notice a leaking toilet. Meters could
be shut down from the office in the event of leaks.

SET estimates PCWD is losing $300 per day with
the present system, a figure Potter finds believable. The
technology has been successful in other similar situa-
tions: “They have these meters in Big Bear and Arrow-
head. They can be read under 4 feet of snow.” Potter list-
ed other advantages: The cellular system will require no
new antennas or towers, and the software is compatible
with the district’s present system.

With better monitoring of usage and leaks, SET esti-

mates a revenue improvement of $60,553 over 10 years
(about $6,000 per year.) Financing would be $78,479.
With estimated savings of $89,416 there would be an
“investment” or positive balance of $10,936.

Funding would be through the (confusingly named)
private lender, Government Capital. Its present rate is
4.99% and the funding would be approved in five days.
“We could be putting meters in January,” according to
Potter.

Furthermore, Potter proposed buying the county
land from reserves. The land in question is 19 acres at-
tached to the county park that already has wells on site,
and would be set aside for wellhead and watershed
protection, what one board member referred to as “the
dirty diaper issue.”

As to the Rocky Point tank, it “still holds water up
to 22.5 feet. Do we need to replace it now? No. In five
years? Possibly not.” He explained that if it did have to
be taken offline, the district would still have enough ca-
pacity. He estimated the cost for a new 400,000-gallon
tank at $600,000. “Six years should be enough to build
up reserves to replace the tank.”

The board unanimously passed a motion to suspend
its application for the USDA loan grant. Directors will
invite SET representatives to their January meeting to
formalize their proposal. The January meeting is sched-
uled for 10 a.m. Wednesday, Jan. 11.

of 2022, sales of zero-emission vehicles in California ex-
ceeded 16%.

Car manufacturers, such as Ford Motors and Toyota,
have expressed their support to achieve these goals.

Sales of these zero-emission vehicles in the first two
quarters of 2022 were slightly more than 160,000, which is
greater than their total sales in 2019 and 2020 (Electric Vehi-
cle Market Report). And in November, nearly 80,000 plug-
in electric vehicles were sold, 31% more than a year ago.

Statewide plan

Orne day later, the CARB approved the final pro-
posed 2022 Scoping Plan to address climate change. Its
goal is cutting greenhouse gas emissions by 85% and
achieving carbon neutrality in 2045.

The CARB action completes the two-year process,
which included public meetings, workshops, presen-
tations and two board meetings with comments from
hundreds of members of the public, stakeholders and
community members.

While the plan relies on several successful climate

programs currently in effect, it will attempt to accelerate
and increase their pace and scale. This includes the need
for an accelerated target of a 48% reduction of green-
house gas emissions below 1990 levels by the end of this
decade.

The 2022 Scoping Plan includes a commitment to
build nonew fossil gas-fired power plants and increases
support for mass transit. It also calls for a multi-agency
process to ensure that the transition away from oil ex-
traction and refining is equitable.

“Implementing this plan will achieve deep decar-
bonization of our entire economy, protect public health,
provide a solid foundation for continued economic
growth, and drastically reduce the state’s dependence
on fossil fuel combustion. It will clear the air in our
hardest hit communities,” said CARB Chair Liane Ran-
dolph in the press release announcing the plan’s adop-
tion.

“Now begins the hard work of putting the plan into
action ... To reach carbon neutrality in less than a quar-
ter of a century will require all levels of government, all
stakeholders — indeed, everyone in the Golden State
to be part of the solution. There is no time to waste,” he
added.

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Lake Hemet still o limits for

fishing and kayaking

Lake Hemet Municipal Water District (LHMWD)
General Manager Mike Gow reported at last Thursday
that the lake level is at 120.2 feet. Half full is 118 feet and
fullis 135 feet.

He wrote that the state’s warning of high algae levels
remains until more testing is done this week. “Fishing
and kayaking are not recommended until more favor-
able test results,” he wrote. The California Department
of Fish and Wildlife has not scheduled a trout plant for
Lake Hemet since July.

He also reported that the Lake Hemet Sheriff’s Station
will be undergoing building improvements. Riverside
County Sheriff's Department rents the building from
LHMWD. The department plans to add an air condition-
ing unit to the computer room “to keep the temperature
within the specified range for electronic equipment.”

It also plans “to install a new generator to power
the entire building in the event of a power outage,” he
wrote. “The current plan is for the Sheriff to pay for the
generator and its installation entirely while the District
will coordinate the specification, hiring the contractor,
and inspection. Both project improvements will become
property of the District.”

There would be no
childlike faith, then, no poetry, no romance to make tol-
erable their existence. We should have no enjoyment,
except in sense and sight. The eternal light with which
childhood fills the world would be extinguished.

Not believe in Santa Claus! You might as well not
believe in fairies! You might get your Papa to hire men

to watch in all the chimneys on Christmas Eve to catch
Santa Claus, but even if they did not see Santa Claus
coming down, what would that prove? Nobody sees
Santa Claus, but that is no sign that there is no Santa
Claus. The most real things in the world are those that
neither children nor men can see. Did you ever see fair-
ies dancing on the lawn? Of course not, but that's no
proof that they are not there. Nobody can conceive or
imagine all the wonders there are unseen and unseeable
in the world.

You tear apart the baby’s rattle and see what makes the
noise inside, but there is a veil covering the unseen world
which not the strongest man, not even the united strength
of all the strongest men that ever lived, could tear apart.
Only faith, fancy, poetry, love, romance, can push aside the
curtain and view and picture the supernatural beauty and
glory beyond. Is it all real? Ah, Virginia, in all this world
there isnothing else more real and abiding.

No Santa Claus! Thank God he lives, and he lives for-
ever. A thousand years from now, Virginia, nay 10 times
10,000 years from now, he will continue to make glad
the heart of childhood.
